CTT Corner

Ira Poston encouraged everyone to attend the CRC in August and the winter meeting in NYC.  

Mark Johnson of Calmac gave an informative presentation on ice storage.  He looked at the Post and Courier and noticed that every section had a reference to green construction and energy savings.  Buildings use 65% of the electricity produced in the US.  One half of this is for air conditioning.  SCEG’s demand charge is $14/kw at hours when there is peak demand on the system.  When SCEG is off peak, the demand charge is $4/kw.  Anywhere in the country the charge is less at night for commercial electricity.  One house in Illinois used $1,000 per month worth of natural gas for heating.  Private companies are going green because it pays off.  Companies include Goldman‑Sachs, Durst Corp, and Bank of America Tower.

An ice-storage stack requires one-third of  1% of the building square footage.  Rockefeller center is using photovoltaic power.  There is a $25/kw demand charge so photovoltaic helps offset this.  

Expenses to building owner include: 
rental ($22/sf); operating ($7); and personnel ($300).  Based on this, it makes sense to keep the personnel happy.  

At night there is a lower demand rate and a lower energy rate.  Both of these factors help to justify the use of ice storage.  

At Mt Vernon they brought ice to the cellar and brought it out in the summer.

In the 1940’s and 1050’s some churches made ice all week to serve a 200 ton load on Sunday.

A chiller can shut down completely at noon to take further advantage of savings on demand charge.

Demand is one half of electric cost.  With full storage it is possible to save 20% of the electric bill.  With half storage, 10% can be saved. 

With ice storage it is possible to install a smaller chiller.  This makes it impossible for someone to inadvertently turn on the unnecessary capacity and incur a huge demand charge.
